4. When appliance is not in use, unplug from outlet and allow
to cool before removing any parts and cleaning.

Do not use the Blending Container or
the Chopping Bowl if cracked or chipped. Contact
consumer service.

6. Injuries may occur if accessory attachments, including
canning jars, not recommended by Sensio Inc. are used.

7. This appliance is not safe for outdoor use.

8. Do not let the cord touch hot surfaces, or hang over edges
of tabletops or counters.

9. This appliance must only be used for its intended use.

10. If this appliance should fall and become immersed in water,
immediately unplug it from the outlet. Never reach into
the water!

11. Always use the appliance on a hard, flat surface. Avoid
placing it where it may fall.

12. Keep hands and utensils away from the Blending Container

or Chopping Blade while the appliance is active. Handle
carefully, blades are sharp.

13. Never place the Cutting Blade Assembly on Motor Base
without Blending Container. Always put the Blender Lid
securely in place before operating.

14. Never place the Chopping Blade on Motor Base without
Chopping Bowl. Always put the Chopper Lid securely in
place before operating.

15. When blending hot liquids, remove Center Cap of the Lid.

Short Cord Instructions

A short power-supply cord is provided to prevent the risk of any
accidents that may occur with a longer cord, such as becoming
entangled in or tripping over the cord.

Longer detachable power-supply cords or extension cords can be
used if the proper care is applied in their use. If this is the
option, then (1) the marked electrical rating of the cord set or
extension cord should be at least as great as the electrical
rating of the appliance, and (2) the longer cord should not be
able to hang over a counter or tabletop where it can be pulled
down or accidentally tripped over.

Polarized plug
This appliance has a Polarized Plug where one prong is wider
than the other. This plug is to reduce the risk of electric shock
and is intended to fit into a polarized plug outlet. If the plug
does not fit, reverse the plug and try again. Do not force or
modify the plug if it does not fit, contact a qualified electrician.

Plasticizer warning
CAUTION: Use non-plastic coasters or placemats underneath
the appliance to prevent the Plasticizer from melting
on the finish of the tabletop or counter. The finishmay
darken or have permanent stains.
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Blender assembly

Make sure appliance is unplugged.

Place Motor Base on a hard, flat surface. Remove
Blending Container and turn it over, bottom side up, onto
the working surface.

Place Gasket over the Cutting Blade and into the hole
from the bottom of the Container. Screw the collar to
secure in place.

Place assembled Container onto the Motor Base. Line up
tabs to the slots, add Center Cap to Lid and twist into
place for a secure fit.

Chopper Assembly

Make sure appliance is unplugged.

Place Motor Base on a hard, flat surface.

Place Chopping Bowl onto the Motor Base. Line up tabs to
the slots and twist into place for a secure fit.

Carefully take the plastic Grip on the Chopping Blade and
lower it on the Center Post.

Blending and chopping instructions

You have just purchased the El paso chile

company™ Margarita blender/chopper; perfect
for parties and home entertainment. Its specially designed
Blending Container holds up to 46 oz in capacity. Designed
for blending and chopping, it is equipped with a 400 watt
motor to crush ice and blend all your favorite slushes,
smoothies, and milkshakes.
Carefully unpack the margarita blender and wipe all
surfaces with soft, damp cloth.
CAUTION: Use caution when handling the sharp

chopping blades.
Place ingredients into the Blending Container/Chopping Bowl.
Do not exceed 46 oz. Never operate unit with an empty
Container/Bowl.
CAUTION: Keep hands and utensils out of the Container/

Bowl when the unit is ON, to prevent risk of

injury or damage to the unit. A scraper may

only be used when the unit is not ON and the

blade has completely stopped.
Securely lock the Container/Bowl in place on the Base.
Place Lid on Container with the Center Cap in place, or
Chopper Lid on Bowl. Always put your hand on the Lid
while blending or chopping.
NOTE: Do not place the Container/Bowl in place without

all its parts securely in place.

Plug the cord into the outlet and set the Speed Switch to
HI or LOW.
Press the ON/PULSE button to begin blending/chopping.
Release button when ingredients are to a desired consistency.
Wait until the blade has stopped before removing Container/
Bowl.

For best results - blending

1. To prevent heat expansion, always remove the Center Cap

when blending with hot foods. Add hot foods slowly, 1 cup at
at time, through the hole in the Lid.

2. To purée, add solid food first, then slowly add the liquid
through the hole in the Lid.

3. Be careful not to over-process the food as the blade rotates
extremely fast.

4. Do not continuously run this machine for more than 5 minutes
at a time.

5. Do not blend more than 5 batches without letting it cool for at

least one hour.

For best results - chopping

1. For fruits and vegetables, pulse 2 times for a coarse chop,
3 -4 times for a fine chop. High-water fruits and vegetables
will chop faster.

2. For meats, cut meat into 3/4” cubes. Add 3/4 to 1 cup of meat
at a time. Process for 5 -7 seconds.
3. To purée, process food for maximum 5 minutes. Be sure to

periodically stop the unit to scrap the sides of the Bowl.
Caution: Always wait for blade to stop moving before
putting your hands or utensils in the Bowl.

User maintenance

1. Always unplug unit and allow to cool before cleaning.

2. Disassemble the Blender and/or Chopper units.

To Disassemble Blender: Take the Center Cap out of the Lid
then remove Container from Base, turn it over to unscrew the
Collar. Remove Gasket from the Cutting Blade Assembly and
carefully slide Cutting Blade away from the Container.

To Dissasemble Chopper: Turn Lid counter-clockwise and lift
and remove from the bowl. Grasp the plastic Grip on the
Chopping Blade and carefully lift it up and off the Center Post.
Remove Bowl by turning it counter-clockwise until it is loose.
Caution: Handle the Blades with care, as they are sharp.

3. Wash all parts of Chopping Bowl, Lid, Blade, Blending
Container, Lid, Blade Assembly, and Collar, with a soft, damp
cloth with some dishwashing liquid. Wipe clean with clean,
soft, damp cloth and towel dry.

Note: Allow Blades to air-dry.

CAUTION: Do not immerse Chopping Bowl in water to
avoid getting water in the Interlock Mechanism

NOTE: Do not put any parts in the automatic dishwasher
as it may damage.

3. Do not clean the applianace with abrasive cleaners,
scouring pads, or steel wool.

4. Store your margarita blender/chopper in
its original box or in a clean dry place.

5. Any extra servicing required for this appliance must be

done by a qualified electrician or call consumer service.
Do not try to repair this appliance by yourself.
